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Why did Chamberlain choose
Appeasement?

Appeasement means to allow somebody to do what they like
without interfering in order to keep peace. Why did the
British Prime Minister Neville Chamberlain allow Hitler to do
what he wanted, to invade the Sudetenland and eventually
Czechoslovakia?

1) Germany deserved a fair deal
By the 1930's people in Britain thought that the Treaty
of Versailles was too hard on Germany and that it should
be given some land back

2) Britain needed time
Chamberlain did believe in war but not at any cost. He
thought that Britain needed some time to get its army
ready for war

3) Fear of Communism
Chamberlain was frightened of the threat of Communism
because after the Russian Revelution many people had
their money and property taken away or were murdered.

Hitler was seen by some as the strong man of Europe who |
could stand up to Communism

4) World War I
World War I was seen as "The War to end all wars!” Lots

of people were killed and people in Britain did not want
another war

5) Czechoslovakia was not important
To many people in Britain, Czechoslovakia was not

important and was certainly not important enough to go to
war over

6) Hitler and expansion
Chamberlain thought that if Britain let Hitler invade the
Sudetenland then he would be happy and would stop
making further demands




Germany Deserved a Fair Deal
By the 1930's many pzople in
Eritain thought that the Treaty
of Versailles had been teo hard
on Germany. Germany should be
given back the land and the
people it had lost in 1919, If
this was done Germeny might be

Fear of Another World War
Most people in the 1930's could still
remember the terrible effects of
the First Weorld War, People were
determined that such a terrible war

should never happen again. They

Britain Needed Time
Chamberlain was not a pacifist. He did not
believe in avoiding war at any cost,
Although he believed The League of
Nations should listen o Germany's

complaints and try te find a solution, he \
alse believed that Britain should get ready
for war in case This was not successful.

WWI. It was pointless fighting Hitler it

In the Russion Revolution of 1917 the Tsar and
his family had been murdered and a Communist
government had taken over. This had led to
many wealthy people losing their property and
money, and many quite ordinary people, too.
Private property was not allowed. Millions of
people were murdered. You might think that
there was not much difference between Hitler
and Stalin, but many pecople at the time saw
Hitler as the strong man of Eurcpe, who had
brought erder to Germany and would stand up

to the threat of Communism
